How Well is your Well?


Dakota County invites those who use private wells for drinking water to have their water tested for nitrate for free on Wednesday, July 22 from 4-7 p.m. at the Randolph Town Hall.  If the drinking water in your home comes from a city water system, this testing service is not for you. 


Bring one cup of water in a small, clean bottle or jar to the nitrate clinic.  Collect the water sample just before leaving for the clinic, and clearly label the sample.


The Randolph Town Hall is located at 4365 292nd St. E. in Randolph.


Dakota County will also offer free water testing during the Dakota County Fair—Tuesday, Aug 11 through Thursday, August 13 from 4-7 p.m. in the Horticulture Building and Aug. 15 from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. in the 4-H Building.  Dakota County will send test results in the mail.


If your well is found to contain Nitrates, please inform a city official, as the results will help increase the city’s opportunity to secure a grant for city water.
