Mayors Message





Greetings fellow Mendota Residents:





For those of you who do not know me, I am a 16 year resident of Mendota, born in St. Paul.  I work for a commercial real estate research company.  My wife Nancy and I have


three children.  Taylor, 17 Dustin, 14 and Bella 3. 





I have served the city as a council member since 2002.  During my tenure, I have always prided myself by having an open minded, work with people, type of attitude.  As your new Mayor, I hope to lead the council in our continued efforts to keep our costs to a minimum and our property taxes as low as possible.





A few years ago, I worked with Rep. Rick Hansen to get funds from the State in form of 


local government aid so that we can complete our water main loop and provide the infrastructure so that those of us who rely upon private wells, may have an opportunity to hook up to city water.  We requested one million dollars, as that was the estimate at the time.  We were only able to secure $125,000 paid to us over a five year period.  Since the time that money was granted, a majority of it was cut, due to State budget deficits. I have been working our legislative representatives to help find new opportunities for revenue for our city.  





Some good news, we do have approximately $30,000 to $50,000 in grant money through Dakota County.  We are looking to build a storage shed to house city owned property, road repairs, and park improvements.  A final decision on how that money should be spent is due soon.  Your input would be greatly appreciated.





New to the council this year is Josh Lee and Adam Strain.  Please feel free to reach out to them with any issues or ideas.  If you haven’t already noticed, we do have a suggestion box in the lobby of the post office. Feel free to use that for suggestions and/or to pay your sewer bill. A special thanks to Jim Grob who served the city in many capacities over the years.  His efforts and contributions will be greatly missed.  And to Steve Golias, who also served the city for many years, most recently as our Mayor of the past four years.  Your experience and knowledge will be greatly missed as well.





As we look forward to 2011, we are bringing back a City CleanUp Day.  We hope to have other types of activities/events that will improve our city as well. Your input and thoughts are always valued and I hope that you are able to attend our council meetings at the VFW on the 2nd Tuesday of the month.
